The mission of the school is to teach Liberian children and to give them marketable/entrepreneurial skills.  They are looking for engineers or other skilled people to assist with the following project tasks: 

· Creating architectural plans for the campus to include:

· Water project

· Electricity project

· Elementary, Junior High and Senior High buildings

· Vocational Center

· Fine Arts Center

· Soccer field and indoor/outdoor basketball court

· Need engineers to go to Liberia, and:

· Complete a site review

· Review architectural plans and determine whether project as designed can be set on proposed site

· Prepare a site report including construction requirements, permits etc.

· Oversee campus construction

· A Liberian architect is preparing the plans for the buildings but they need an engineer to review and provide guidance.  Construction materials are available in Liberia.
