Haiti Project

· Andrew gave a summary of the project status. A well has been dug but there are concerns about how its capacity was determined. Also, the water level is deeper than anticipated, so the power requirements will be significantly higher.

· Because of the high cost of solar power, Wayne Book suggested considering a mechanically driven wind pump. However, periods of time with little wind could be a problem. Wayne has not been able to find any wind data for Haiti.

· Yolanda White, a pediatrician, has volunteered to be the Health Point Person for the second assessment trip. Yolanda offered to do a presentation on water-borne illnesses for a EWB-ATL chapter meeting and / or for the community in Haiti.
